Maths 
	Count to and across to 100, forwards and backwards, beginning with 0 or 1, or from any given number. 

This objective can be practiced in a variety of ways. Here are some ideas:

· Verbal counting – shout the odd and whisper the even numbers. 

· Board games. Card games with numbers.  

· Using objects to create tens and ones. Which represent the tens? How many tens have I got? What number have I created?

Addition and Subtraction Word Problems 
This objective can be practiced in a variety of ways. Here are some ideas:

· Creating scenarios at home with toys:  If I have 16 marbles and I lose 5, then how many do I have left? 

· Creating number stories from a book you are reading and writing them down

· Creating number sentences by writing in water, sand or flour. 

Multiplication
This objective can be practiced in a variety of ways. Here are some ideas:

·  Making equal groups from objects at home
· Drawing equal groups when completing arts and crafts activities 

· Doubling amounts you see when outside. 

Division

This objective can be practiced in a variety of ways. Here are some ideas:

· Looking for ways to make the division symbols – draw it, build it, create it 

· Sharing objects in games eg handing out uno cards

· Sharing objects in play. If there are 3 people for tea, then how many cakes will each of them have?
